(F)      PROFESSIONAL ACCOMPLISHMENT: 

  
I joined the services of the University in 2000 as Lecturer I and Honorary Consultant in the Department of Obstetrics and Gynaecology of the Hospital. In my professional career over the years I have made tremendous impact in the academic field and in the health profession.  I have trained hundreds of medical doctors who are practicing in different parts of this world with significant impact in the United States of America and in the United Kingdom. Furthermore I have replicated myself by training scores of specialist postgraduate doctors some of whom are also consultants and lecturers in different universities in this country and abroad. Many of them are also successful administrators in government and non governmental organizations in Nigeria and beyond.    In my research, I have been able to draw the attention of the academic world into the social, cultural and economic factors that form the foundation of the poor reproductive health indices in the developing countries especially in Nigeria. I proceeded to offer solutions on how to reduce morbidities and mortalities among our pregnant women. I have trained doctors, nurses and community health extension workers at various levels of health care delivery on different reproductive health problems and this had significantly improved their services with reduction in maternal and perinatal morbidity and mortality. For the first time in Nigeria we trained and evaluated health workers below the level of nurse/midwives on the use of WHO partograph. They were not only able to use it satisfactorily but this was associated with significant reductions in maternal and perinatal morbidities and mortalities.  I also co-pioneered short hospital stay and early hospital discharge following uncomplicated caesarean section at Obafemi Awolowo University Teaching Hospitals, Complex, Ile-Ife, Nigeria. This led to increased acceptance of the surgery when indicated. Furthermore, I also co-pioneered alternative method of delivery of fetus at caesarean section in prolonged obstructed labour with head impacted in the pelvis. This was associated with less maternal and perinatal morbidity and mortality.

CONTRIBUTION TO KNOWLEDGE:

         My focus and contribution to knowledge is on feto-maternal medicine highlighting many relevant issues.  In Africa, the main focus in this area is to find ways of reducing the currently high maternal and perinatal mortality and morbidity.  This has been the main thrust of my research activities.

  
Prevention of maternal morbidity and mortality
   The aim of maternity care is to monitor the pregnant women during pregnancy, labour and in the puerperium to ensure the delivery of a healthy baby and mother with an intact reproductive capacity. This unfortunately is not the case in our environment as highlighted in my research work notably Papers ii, iv, viii-xvii, xxviii.  These papers identified and proffered solutions to major causes of maternal mortality and morbidity in our environment   which include obstructed labour, uterine rupture, obstetric haemorrhage, eclampsia, illegally induced abortions, and puerperal sepsis among others. Most of these factors resulted from mismanagement of pregnancy and labour either at home, mission   houses or peripheral health units.
To make motherhood safer in our environment we therefore focused our research work on optimizing care in pregnancy, labour and puerperium.  Partograph which plays a critical role in prevention of prolonged labour came under focus in papers xxvii, xxxi and xxxiv   In Nigeria, only tertiary health facilities use the partograph on a regular basis and this contradicts the WHO recommendation that the partograph should be used in all labour wards and health facilities. In the primary health care (PHC) level where most deliveries take place there is lack of knowledge and skills on the use of partograph. Consequently, we initiated training on use of the partograph for PHC clinic-based workers, including community health extension workers (CHEWs)(Papers xxvii ,xxxi and xxxiv).This is the first time that  training of health care worker below the level of nurse/midwives on the use of Partograph was officially done in Nigeria..  While experiences with training and use of the partograph among physicians and midwives have been widely reported, experiences with CHEWS are relatively uncommon. We also designed a follow-up programme to monitor the performance of trained health workers in line with the World Health Organization (WHO) recommendation (Paper xxxi).  Our findings showed that there was significant reduction in incidence of prolonged labour and its attendant sequalae after the training on partograph.  Furthermore our results in Paper xxxiv showed that midwives as well as community-health extension workers (CHEWs) can use the partograph competently in the monitoring of labour if appropriately trained. This enabled them to detect and transferred promptly those needing higher level of intervention, thereby reducing maternal and perinatal mortality and morbidity.  In Paper xxxiv spontaneous labour progress was evaluated among nulliparas and multiparas using the Modified WHO partograph in a tertiary facility. This study revealed similar labour progress among both parous groups and further suggested that attention should be paid to subtle fetal heart rate abnormalities to optimize neonatal outcome. 
In Papers xxi, xxiv, xxv and xxxvi we further studied labour management to determine the course of spontaneous, induced and difficult labour. In Paper xxv we studied the outcome of spontaneous labour to determine the pattern of normal labour in our population and identify mothers at risk of developing complications. In this study we determined the mean pain delivery interval and suggested that birth attendants in primary health centres refer patients not delivered within this time limit to ensure early intervention. In Paper xxi we compared geometric versus arithmetric method of oxytocin administration in labour. It showed that geometric increases in oxytocin infusion significantly shortens the induction delivery interval and reduces the incidence of failed induction. Paper xxiv showed the importance of early amniotomy in reducing the duration of labour thereby enhancing patients’ satisfaction. Epidural analgesia in labour is not a common practice in most obstetric units in Nigeria. Paper xxxvi compared the analgesic effect of epidural analgesia in labour to the use of intramuscular analgesics which is the more popular method of analgesia at the study centre. Epidural analgesia in labour was found to have significantly better analgesic effect compared to the intramuscular injection of the cocktail therapy. Paper xxxv showed that prophylactic use of oxytocin in third stage management of labour is as effective as ergometrine in the prevention of primary postpartum haemorrahge without the undesirable side effects of ergometrine.  

Caesarean section, an important surgery to make motherhood safer came under focus in Papers i, iv, xv, xxiii, xxviii, xxxiv, xxxvii, xxxviii, xi  Paper i investigated the effect of short hospital stay on women who had caesarean operation. This study showed clearly the benefits of better erect posture, lower incidence of depressive mood, lower neonatal sepsis rate, and reduced hospital cost following early home discharge.  It was stressed that short hospital stay among women undergoing caesarean section could make the operation more acceptable and therefore reduce the aversion and fears associated with the surgery. In Paper iv, we pioneered the reverse breech or pull method of delivery of the fetus with impacted head at caesarean section for obstructed labour.  This was found to confer considerable advantage on the perinatal and maternal outcome over the push method. Paper xxxviii showed that exteriorisation of uterus at  caesarean section is associated with less intraoperative blood loss, less number of analgesic doses and shorter hospital stay compared to non-exteriorization while  Paper xxxv showed that immediate post operative removal of urethral catheter is associated with lower risk of urinary infection. 
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
