PROFESSIONAL ACCOMPLISHMENT

     My work on pregnancy outcome in pregnant women with sickle-cell trait was the first in Nigerian literature and possibly in Africa, previous similar works were done in the Western world setting. I pioneered the routine screening of women for features of domestic violence in our hospital practice and hopefully this will lead to more detection; and also on the routine psychological evaluation of women with previous traumatic perinatal experience, and this has led to better holistic management of this category of pregnant women.

In my researches over the years I have been able to draw the attention of the academic world into the social-cultural and economic factors that form the bedrock of many of the poor reproductive health indices in Nigeria. The role of educational intervention targeted at men in solving some of these was proven and demonstrated. The impact of the educational intervention we led in Ejigbo and Ode-Omu remained a good legacy for Osun State. We trained the lower cadre of health workers at the peripheral level to utilize WHO partograph in labour in order to draw the world attention to the potential importance of this manpower reservoir in reducing maternal mortality.

J. CONTRIBUTION TO KNOWLEDGE

 The focus of my research is mainly Human Reproductive Health (RH) and Rights and I also try to look into some related interventional obstetrics.

Reproductive Health is the state of complete physical, mental and social well being and not merely the absence of disease or infirmity in all matters relating to the reproductive system and its processes. Reproductive Right (RR) is the basic right of all couples and individuals, especially women, to have control over and decide freely and responsibly on matters related to their sexuality including sexual health and RH free of coercion, discrimination and violence.

In line with this focus, the scope of my work spanned through interrelated RH issues ranging from maternal mortality, abortion, contraception, violence against women, sexual health, gynecological morbidities, social and psychological morbidities related to pregnancy and labour. I have endeavored over the years, to determine how social cultural and health delivery system related factors constitute hindrances to attainment of optimum RH for the Nigeria women.

An action oriented study was done to look at the impact of culture of male gender supremacy on pregnancy and pregnancy outcomes. The intervention programmes carried out has remained an indelible legacy in improving men’s role in RH of their wives in Osun State till today. In paper ii, we found that succour could be brought to the homes of many infertile couples if the legal status of the offsprings resulting from Artificial Insemination with Donor sperm could be clarified in Nigeria since a lot of relationship is threatened by male factor in infertility. The need for laboratory diagnostic facilities and continuing medical education for all doctors was emphasized in paper iv, if we are to prevent avoidable deaths from ectopic pregnancy. 

One of my research drew attention to the enormity of the problems of abortion in Nigeria and the very indication that it will continue to be a controversial issue in the future. We were able to identify that ignorance, religion bias, poor RH facility interplay to promote high abortion rate in Nigeria and intervention to reduce deaths from such have to focus on these areas. On another hand, one of our research showed the prescription for prevention of teenage pregnancy from parents’ perspectives. We made efforts into looking for solution to the high rate of abortion in Nigeria. After using various qualitative and quantitative research methods we could confidently educate the world that family planning interventions, and educational campaigns that target males will go a long way in improving contraceptive usage, prevent unwanted pregnancies and deaths from abortion. Our earlier research in paper xi on RH-decision making among couples and paper xii on unmet need for contraception among Nigerian women also lent support and credibility to these conclusions.

It is very important to look beyond obstetric morbidities some of which are close encounters with death when dealing with our pregnant women. The post-traumatic events and its sequelae on later RH are important as well. In some of these publications we are able to draw attentions of health practitioners to the range of psychological morbidities that can follow traumatic perinatal experience and also emphasize the need to search for these often hidden problems so that appropriate counseling can be done to obtain holistic recovery for the women.

The issues of the global pandemic of Violence Against Women (second to HIV/AIDS) was brought to the attention of the Nigerian Doctors and other Health Professionals. We noted the deficiencies among health workers to suspect diagnose and manage them. The need for capacity building for various health professionals (from the undergraduate levels) to rise up to this contemporary RH challenges was emphasized. 

At present, maternal mortality is one of the leading public issues in the world with a rate of 535,000 deaths per annum. With maternal mortality ratio of about 1,000 per 100,000 live births Nigeria range as one country with one of the highest rate in the world. We conducted series of researches on intervention obstetrics. We identified a lot of factors at the point of reaching health facilities; the so-called phase 3 delays. These have led to worsening of obstetric complications and maternal deaths. These bottlenecks include inadequate skilled manpower, shortage of support staff, inadequate infrastructure, poor communication facilities, inadequate theatre space and inconsistent electricity power supply. We recommend an overhaul of the health system that will include recognition and re-organization of maternity service as a sensitive and morbidity prone unit requiring separate ambulance services, transfusion units, neonatal units, anaesthetic units and separate back up electricity generating units.
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
